BY-LAW CHANGES

The proposed By-Law and Policy and Procedures
changes have been presented at the last 2 mem-
bership meetings and will be voted on at the Octo-
ber membership meeting. Here is the condensed
version of the changes.

> Raise dues to $75 per year.

»  Everyone must choose at least one commit-
tee to join at renewal or joining the club. It's
not a requirement to volunteer time but it is
encouraged.

» 25,10 or 5 hours of volunteer time will get
you a dues reduction for the next year and
club apparel.

»  Anyone who makes copies of club keys or
loans them out, it will be grounds for imme-
diate expulsion from the club.

»  Any usage of the club grounds or facilities for
a group gathering must be approved by the
Board.

»  The Ladies Auxiliary will look at fundraising
for projects they feel are needed and will
promote women, kids and family participation
in archery or club functions.

»  If there are board members running unop-
posed they will be automatically elected
and will not be on the ballot.
